What is Child Care Subsidy?

Child Care Subsidy is a Department of
Social Services program that approves or
denies applications and issues payment
to the child care provider.

Mail or drive the completed PARENT
application to the Department of Social
Services Child Care Subsidy Unit for
approval. Processing may take 30 days.

You will be notified by mail of the status of your application. If you are DENIED, you will be responsible
for your child care expenses. If you are APPROVED based on your income, payment will come from
Social Services and mailed directly to your provider.

The remaining child care expenses will be your responsibility.
